The Parish Council agreed that whilst up to 1m overall reduction to clear powerlines is 
necessary the final shape of the individual trees should be considered.

The Parish Council agreed to object to the proposal on the basis that this three-storey building is of 
too great a mass to fit in with the street scene. Concern was raised for the accessibility and safety 
of residents, and the lack of outside amenity space.
